Miami Metrorail Airport 
Link Set to Open

Friday, July 27, 2012  

Sunday's official coming of Metrorail service to the Miami Inter-
modal Center will integrate Miami-Dade County's rapid transit 
system with Miami International Airport.  

The airport link allows residents and tourists to board the sys-
tem at any of 22 downtown and suburban stations and ravel to 
the intermodal center adjacent to the airport, where they may 
board an automated rail shuttle to the terminals. 

The new Miami International Airport Metrorail Station and Or-
ange Line Service is an elevated 2.4-mile spur built by a joint 
venture of Odebrecht and OHL at a cost of $360 million. 

"Moving people is what we are all about, and we have now 
reached the day when our passengers can move seamlessly 
between various forms of ground transportation, mass transit 
and air travel," said José Abreu, director of the county's Aviation 
Department that operates MIA. 

The MIC is being called Greater Miami's "Grand Central Sta-
tion." Constructed and managed by the Florida Department of 
Transportation, it is the southern terminus of South Florida's 
three-county Tri-Rail regional passenger train service, hosts 
MIA Metrorail Station and MIA Mover, and consolidates all of 
the airport's rental-car activities. The MIC will also be a cen-
tral transfer point to Amtrak, Greyhound, tour buses, and taxi-
cabs.

FEC Cashes in on Florida 
Airport Project 

Friday, August 03, 2012  

The Ft. Lauderdale/Hollywood airport runway extension pro-
ject in Broward County is producing a mini-boom in traffic for 
Florida East Coast Railway.  

The regional railroad says it will be running two 80-car unit 
trains daily to and from the construction site, moving more than 
15,000 tons a day of aggregate for extension of the elevated 
runway over U.S. 1 and the FEC mainline. 

In order to handle the material at the job site, FEC began in-
struction on a rail spur July 2. Gulfstream Engineering and 
Gonzales and Sons installed 8,000 feet of track with more than 
3,000 steel ties, using limestone and granite ballast, with 136 
pound welded rail.

Frank noted 
that some of the funds for the matching grant to WGHF went directly to the Foundation instead of through the 
chapter.  Irv Lipscomb made a motion to let the donation stand.  Clarence Hurt seconded the motion.  It was 
approved unanimously.  

Flatwheel Update – Phil Cross. 
∗ Great contributions have been received monthly from Chapter members and friends. 
∗ Chapter Member Roger Wilson has been and continues to be a major contributor and supporter. 
 

Chapter Web Site and CFRR Museum Web Site – Phil Cross. 
∗ The Chapter website and the CFRR Museum website are being combined into a single website. 
∗ Six pages for the new website have been sent to the Committee for review and comments.  

 
Library Committee Update – Chairman Jerry Honetor and Committee Member Roger Wilson continue to work on the catalog-
ing of the books, periodicals and videos in the library. 

 
Museum and Past Perfect Database Update – Ken Murdock. 

∗ Chapter Caboose & Termites – The caboose was tented and fumigated the week of July 23rd for termites.  This went well 
and only a few plants were lost.  A $95 per year for a four year warranty was offered.  The offer was turned down by the 
board.   

∗ July Museum Work Session Report was included in the August 2012 Flatwheel.  
∗ August Work Session Scheduled for Saturday, August 18th, 8:30 AM to 3:30 PM. 
∗ PastPerfect Database Update - The showcases in the meeting room are finished.  
∗ Recently donated items for sale will be offered to members first then to the public Ken Murdock will list items the chapter has 

for sale in the Flatwheel.   
∗ Ken is working on a display of the seven original railroads in Lake County. Phil and Ken will install the display in the Lake 

County Museum on Friday, August 10th.  
∗ Ken informed the board that he is purchasing a large-format printer.  The funds are included in the technology budget.   
∗ Ken raised the issue of computer security and asked for a password for each individual user in place of a general password.  

This will allow tracking of users.  Joe Lehmann, member, will put this in place.   
∗ Irv Lipscomb said that Jared Reynolds wants to host but is not a member.  There is concern about the liability of a non-

member hosting.  He will not be allowed to host without an application for membership.   
∗ Ken is seeking assistance with locating skeleton keys.  Members are encouraged to donate keys or purchase them with 

future reimbursement.   
∗ Phil announced that Cheryl Howard is the new museum host.  Many members are assisting in her training.   
∗ The museum needs to change the donation/map boxes.  Donations are being put into the map boxes.  Since the museum

∗ Neil Bagaus has committed to bring the TE&G RR Steam Passenger Train to participate in the event if the track has been 

upgraded by then. 
∗ The WGHF has also been asked to participate in the event and they have accepted. 
∗ Ken Murdock is considering several display possibilities for the event such as aa large-format T&G photo display and/or a 

PowerPoint presentation with narration on the T&G. 
∗ Ken also suggested that the chapter  purchase a birthday cake with a photo of the depot imposed on it.  A brief ceremony 

prior to the cake cutting is being considered with a speaker, possibly the mayor of Winter Garden for the  event. Scheduling 
the celebration during one of Winter Garden’s street events will assure a good attendance, especially if the train isn’t availa-
ble. Advertising in newspapers and on TV should also be considered. 

∗ Ken will contact Dan Crusie concerning the commissioning of a painting of the former depot. Prints of the painting could be 
made available for sale.  

Expansion Plans for the Central Florida Railroad Museum – Ken Murdock & Phil Cross. 
∗ Initial plans for the Roper Building have been prepared by Museum Curator Ken Murdock. 
∗ The WGHF is currently in a building campaign for the construction of the new History & Education Center that will be at-

tached to the east end of the Heritage Museum. 
∗ Planning the expansion into the Roper Building is temporarily on hold and will resume once the schedule is firmed up for the 

construction of and the move into the new History & Education Center. 
 

2012 Annual Banquet – Phil Cross. 
∗ The 2012 Annual banquet is being held at the 801 City Grille, corner of 8th & Montrose Streets in downtown Clermont. 
∗ It is scheduled for Saturday, December 1st, beginning at 6 PM with the social hour, dinner at 7 PM and the installation of offic-

ers at 8 PM. 
∗ There will be no formal program, just the installation of officers and some nice entertainment. 
∗ Clarence Hurt suggested a visit to the Clermont Historical Village in the afternoon before the banquet.  Les Westlake stated 

that he knows a docent, Jim Briggs, if people need special access.   

The Future of the Central Florida Chapter NRHS – Phil Cross. 
∗ A two hour discussion was held on the chapter’s future relationship with NRHS.   
∗ There continues to be dissatisfaction with the NRHS by a number of Chapter members.  Several sug-

gestions have been made as to the direction the Chapter might want to consider.  They include: 
∗ Separating completely from the NRHS and form a new organization.  All dues to remain with the new organization. 
∗ Separating completely from the NRHS and forming a closer and stronger relationship with the WGHF. 
∗ Separating completely from the NRHS and join the Railway Heritage Alliance.  A portion of the dues would go to the par-

ent organization. 
∗ Separating completely from the NRHS and become an affiliated chapter of Railway & Locomotive Historical Society.  A 

portion of the dues would go to the parent organization. 
∗ Form a new organization, but not separate from the NRHS.  Members could belong to one or both organizations. 
∗ Status Quo.  No changes. 

∗ A motion was made by Clarence Hurt to approve a five-point plan.  There was no second.  A discus-
sion was held on individual points of the plan.   

Point 1 – Frank Milmore made a motion that the board recommend that the chapter withdraw from 
NHRS.  Jerry Honetor seconded.  The vote was unanimous in favor.   
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Point 2 – A list of six names for the new organization was presented.  Bill Dusenbury made a motion 
that the board recommend a name change to “Central Florida Railway Historical Society.”  
David Rhea seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous in favor.   

Point 3 – Bill Dusenbury made a motion that the board recommend a dues change.  A regular mem-
bership would cost $45 per year.  Jerry Honetor seconded this motion.  The vote was unani-
mous in favor.   

Point 4 – Irv Lipscomb made a motion that the board recommend increasing the donation to the Winter 
Garden Historical Foundation from $250 (corporate membership).  There was no second.  
The board recommended tabling this idea until the board for the new organization is in 
place.   

Point 5 – If the new organization is formed, Les Westlake made a motion  that the board recommends 
the physical assets of the existing chapter be legally transferred to the new organization, 
“Central Florida Railway Historical Society.”  Clarence Hurt seconded the motion.  The vote 
to approve was unanimous.  

∗ Phil Cross stated that he will send an e-mail ballot to the members to vote on the above-mentioned 
recommendation if they will not be attending the August meeting.  The e-mail will be sent today or to-
morrow (Sunday).   

FCRR, FMRR & FNRR Update (Including FCRR Track Upgrade Update) – Bill Dusenbury reported that the 
Dora Canal Bridge replacement and the track upgrade in downtown Tavares were progressing on schedule. 

Tourist Train Operations on the Florida Central Railroad – Bill Dusenbury reported that the steam engine 
is still scheduled to return by September 1st. 
Selection of Date for the 4th Quarter 2012 Board Meeting/Retreat – Phil Cross set the next meeting for 
November 3.   

The board retreat adjourned for lunch at 11:35 am and resumed at 12:42 pm.   

Items from Attending Board Members: 
∗ Phil Cross advised the bylaws committee that there would be a meeting in the next month.  The meet-

ing time will be confirmed by email.   
∗ Phil stated that Bob Grenier, Vice Mayor of Tavares, is seeking to dedicate the Dora Canal bridge in 

honor of someone in Lake County who has contributed significantly to preserving the railroad history 
of the County. Signs would be posted for both boat and train traffic.   

∗ Bill Dusenbury requested that the finance committee receive an invoice for the $250 corporate mem-
bership to the WGHF.  The finance committee will handle this.   

∗ Ken Murdock would like to limit the regular meeting time to 30 minutes maximum so that the program 
could begin earlier and more people would stay.  Phil will try to accommodate this request.   

∗ Jerry Honetor stated that Ben Blass, a visitor to the museum, works for an organization that has prop-
erty which contains an old railroad structure.  Members are encouraged to contact Ben to help with 
identification of the property.   

∗ Bill Dusenbury provided a Sun Rail update.  The double track is in place from Debary to the St. Johns 
Bridge and then again from the St. Johns Bridge to the Rands yard.   

∗ Clarence Hurt is surrendering his board seat immediately.

∗ Lloyd Brown wants the chapter to contact the Lakeville Elementary liaison.  Clarence Hurt and Ken 

Murdock will visit the school after school resumes.

CSX Police, Security Re-Accreditation Process Includes Call-in Sessions; 
Police Chief Urges Communities to Participate 

JACKSONVILLE, FL - August 17, 2012 - CSX's police and security team will meet with representatives of the Commission on Accredi-
tation for Law Enforcement Agencies Inc. (CALEA) as part of re-accreditation in law enforcement standards. 

Currently, the CSX Police Department is the only U.S. based freight railroad police department to have met the more than 450 re-
quired best practice standards. 

The re-accreditation process includes headquarters and field visits, and public access telephone call-in sessions during which people 
are invited to comment on their perceptions of CSX's police activities and the company's Public Safety Coordination Center. 

"We invite the public to call in and participate in this process," said Jackie Litzinger, CSX chief of police. "We are very proud of our 
team, and very interested in what the communities in which we operate and serve have to say about our program." 

Like other major railroads, CSX operates its own certified police force with commissioned railroad police officers to maintain the safety 
and security of the public and the freight entrusted to the railroad. The CSX Police Department has officers responsible for partner-
ships with police and public safety agencies in 23 states. 

In addition to its traditional law enforcement duties, the police department also includes several specialty units including rapid re-
sponse, environmental crimes, cargo theft and canine teams. 

The re-accreditation includes a detailed review by CALEA representatives of strategic plans, human resources, equipment, evidence 
and property control, training, investigative procedures, and communications, among other areas. 

The public is welcome to call in, toll-free at (877) 541-8531 from 2 to 4 p.m., Wednesday, Aug. 29, to comment on CSX law enforce-
ment activities. 

In addition, CSX Public Safety Coordination Center, which handles incoming calls for emergency incidents, will host a separate public 
call-in session on Tuesday, Aug. 21 between 1 to 3 p.m. by calling in toll-free at (877) 541-8532. The center is staffed by specially 
trained personnel who can communicate quickly with company police officers and all critical company functions, government security 
agencies and first responders. Last year, the team managed nearly 300,000 calls.

Fellow Steam Patrons and Railroad Fans 
Personal letter from Mr. Allen C Harper, Chairmen and Chief Executive Officer of AHR  

 

 
August 9, 2012 

Fellow Steam Patrons and Railroad Fans,  

Nothing has been more disappointing to me than to have the Great Smoky Mountains Railroad without steam engine operations over 
the last few years. This has occurred, not due to the lack of desire, but to pure economics. Two in house and one totally independent 
assessment was made regarding the cost and time required to repair and make fully operational the engines, number 1702 and 722, 
which we own and are on site. The estimated cost is $700,000 each for a total of $1,400,000. Time needed to repair each is 18 
months with a full working crew and certain component parts to an outside contractor. With all the capital priorities such funds and 
labor have not been available and using commercially borrowed money is not economically feasible.  

Many options and alternatives have been and are being explored to return steam service to GSMR. The two engines we own cannot 
be given away or donated because they are included as security for current financing, set in place for the financial stability of the rail-
road. Various not-for-profit foundations have looked into partnering in the cost of rebuilding one or both engines, but none have gone 
so far as to make a financial commitment. One group did negotiate with us and agreed to do #722 only to inform us that they did not 
have the resources they earlier claimed to have.  

At this time, we have been approached by a local government entity that has expressed a desire to work with us, and have low inter-
est rate funds that can be loaned to the engine rebuilding project. The amount they have offered is helpful, but less than 50% of what 
is needed. We are searching to see if other funds can be located to combine with that offer. These efforts just started and time will tell 
if that approach is possible.  

In the mean time I bought a steam engine consist in Maine with the intent to move it to GSMR. The original cost estimate to move the 
equipment was $300,000. Now that price has risen to nearly $450,000. With what I paid for the consist and the cost of the move I am 
re-evaluating what I might do. It may be wiser to sell the Maine consist, borrow money from local government, and rebuild one of my 
engines here at GSMR. I have to make a final decision soon on this approach.  

As I work on restoring steam engine service to GSMR with equipment I own I am, while in the interim, looking into leasing a steam 
engine for the railroad to provide limited steam engine rides during the peak months of June, July, and August for the years 2013 and 
2014. Hopefully we will have a permanent solution before such a lease runs its course. I have some leads on rentable engines and I 
want to execute a lease in the next 90 days. 

Over the last 15 years I have been dedicated to the preservation of history particularly that of railroads. I have committed millions of 
dollars, the majority of my net worth, to this effort. Some of my work has been good and some I wish I had done differently. Overall I 
am proud of what I have accomplished for the Scenic Historic Railroad Industry. Where I have erred, I accept constructive criticism 
gladly and will try to improve.  

Engines #722 and #1702 have not been one of my great successes. I took advice from “experts” who said I could have them both 
running for less than $400,000. I allowed them take them apart and they then raised their estimates to excess of $650,000 each, and 
when I questioned their skills, the “experts” were gone. I should have gotten second and third opinions before I let them dismantle the 
locomotives, my mistake. I have anguished over this deeply. Further, I have not properly cared for the pieces as well as I should. I will 
do what I can to make amends for that problem. 

There are some people who may criticize what I have done at GSMR or even the Durango and Silverton Narrow Gauge Railroad. 
Unfortunately, the vast majority of such criticism is baseless, and their comments show a lack of any knowledge what so ever on the 
operation of a Scenic Historic Railroad. Their threats to picket the railroad, to use social media to hurt the business, and some com-
ments about stealing the engines are insane. Help fund history and put some loose ill-conceived words into true presentation. Person-
al attacks on me, when you do not know me personally, and know nothing of what I do, only show a lack of objectivity. 

There are several things I will make clear: 
1)   Engines #722 and # 1702 are not for sale and never have been.  
2)   I have never quoted anyone a price on either engine. 
3)   My intention is to restore both engines at the earliest possible time when funding is feasible.  
4)   I have instructed GSMR employees to catalogue all parts and properly store or cover with tarps immediately.  
5)   I am seeking restoration funding from all possible sources.  
6)   I will not do any financing that could hurt the current successful operations of GSMR or damage its stability in the long term.  
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Dora Canal Bridge Replacement  
Crews began the replacement of the Dora Canal Bridge and the 
track in downtown Tavares in July.  The work was completed in 
late August.  The Orange Blossom Cannonball is scheduled to 
resume service in mid September.

7)   I am, at this very moment, working to negotiate a lease for 
two years on a steam locomotive to use at GSMR during 
peak season months and sincerely hope I can complete 
such a deal.  

I think the above fairly states my feelings, my plans for GSMR, 
my effort to restore Steam Engines #722 and #1702, and the 
dedication I have to the preservation of history. I am happy to 
communicate with anyone personally who wants to help in a 
positive and constructive way.

New Lake County Railroad History 
Display Installed at the Lake 
County Historical Museum 

At the request of Lake County Historical Society President 
Bobby Grenier, Museum Curator Ken Murdock recently pre-
pared a display for the Lake County Historical Museum on the 
History of Railroads in Lake County.  Ken spent in excess of 
100 hours preparing the display.  On August 10th, Ken and Phil 
Cross installed the display in the Lake County Historical Muse-
um.  
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The following article was sent in by Museum Curator Ken Murdock.  Even though the story is from 1999, it still 
makes for some good reading and, of course, is historical in nature. 
 

If You Can Move It, Mansion Is Yours 
If The 1917 Arnold House In Groveland Is Not Claimed Soon, 

It Will Be Used For Firefighting Practice In Late August. 
July 25, 1999|By Rich McKay of The Sentinel Staff 

GROVELAND - Guy and Ginny Savoie know the heart and sweat it takes to coax life back into a crumbling slice of Groveland's past 
opulence. 

A Victorian mansion built by the father of Groveland's first mayor was going to be knocked down for a Hardees restaurant. The owners 
offered this deal: Anybody can have it - just haul it off the lot before the bulldozers show up. 

That was back in 1989. 

Ten years and more than $50,000 later, the Savoies have some advice for anyone who wants to save another run-down, forgotten 
Groveland mansion that is being offered for free: The project will take more than cash. Vigor, sandpaper, plaster - lots of it - and time. 
Lots of it. 

``Make sure they're young,'' Guy Savoie said of anyone who wants the Arnold House. ``Or at least full of energy.'' 

Whoever takes the Arnold House, a 16-room mansion built in 1917, doesn't have much time. The city condemned the vacant building, 
and the clock is ticking for its destruction. 

The one-time showplace built by a lumber baron has become a flophouse for vagrants and a public nuisance. The fire chief and police 
chief have declared it uninhabitable, lacking proper wiring and plumbing. 

City Manager Jason Yarborough would like the house to be saved, but Groveland doesn't have the money. Yarborough said he must 
put public safety first: Arnold House needs a new owner - or it has got to go. 

Plans are for the Groveland Fire Department in late August to practice fighting fires until there's nothing left of the house's yellow pine 
timbers. 

The owner, Dorothy Bennett of New York, has offered the house to anyone who will move it. The property is for sale for just the value 
of the land - about $160,000, said Bennett's Realtor, Robert Lyles Jr. of Lakes Real Estate. 

Lyles said that he gets at least five calls a day about the house. ``But no one to sign on the dotted line,'' he said. 

A push to save the house is being led by the South Lake Historical Society. But the society is committed to moving the historic Town-
send House in Clermont, so it's strapped for cash. 

The group plans to have a cleanup day Aug. 7 at the house on State Road 50 about a block south of City Hall so prospective owners 
can tour it during an open house set for Aug. 14. 

Arnold House harks back to the days of mules, sand roads and trading posts along Florida rivers. 

And the Arnold House has historic connections to the 1902-vintage Edge House, restored by the Savoies. 

The Arnold family home was built by lumber baron J. Ray Arnold 15 years after the Edge House was built by Elliot E. Edge, who came 
to Groveland in 1900. The Edges and the Arnolds were business partners for a time. 

Elliot Edge later sold his lumber company to what would become the Arnold Lumber Co., one of the largest in the Southeast. Elliot 
Edge was the father of L. Day Edge, who became Groveland's first mayor after the city was incorporated in 1922. Day Edge also was 
elected to the Florida Legislature and served as the speaker of the House. 

Born in Georgia in 1891, Day Edge did most of his growing years in the house his father built, with its transom windows and wrap-
around porches on both floors. 

But the home's splendor was caked under layers of paint and dust on the fine wood works of oak and fir - some of it shipped especial-
ly for the Edges from New Orleans. 

It took years for the Savoies to polish it back to its original beauty. But they never doubted it could be done. The house - built of the 
same yellow pine timbers as the Arnold House - is solid after almost a century. 

The Savoies shelled out $20,000 for movers to jack the mansion onto wheels and haul it a mile up S.R. 50 to their lot. It cost them 
another $15,000 to bring it up to code so they could live in it while they restored it. 

The movers marveled that after the house was uprooted and moved, all the doors swung clean - as straight as the day they went up. 

``Houses aren't built this good today,'' Guy Savoie said. 

But plaster and gravity don't mix well in a house being moved. All of it cracked. 

Savoie estimated that there was 20 tons of it, and he's not exaggerating - he tallied it by the square yard. 

The couple lived in an apartment upstairs and completed the house room by room. 
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Ginny Savoie, 64, remembers the grand Edge house from when she was a little girl. She couldn't believe that no one was going to 
save it. 

``It amazed me. People had no sense of vision, of history,'' she said. 

So she talked her husband into taking on the project with her. It took a lot of talk. The two had to knock down their own, three-
bedroom home to make room for the mansion. 

It weighed 110 tons with the temporary steel beams underneath for its short trek up the highway. 

Guy Savoie, 67, spent 28 years helping to build Walt Disney World as a carpenter - a trade that came in handy for the Edge House 
project. 

``You have to be everything - carpenter, plumber, electrician,'' he said. 

Ginny is an antique dealer who grew up in Groveland. The restoration took the couple a decade, though they worked in earnest on it 
for just the past two years. 

Both said whoever takes the Arnold house has to love it. ``You just need a passion for it,'' Ginny Savoie said. ``I love it because I love 
history. But at this age, we wouldn't want to do another. ``There are 14 rooms to dust.''

Tampa Plans to Spend $5.2 Million to Fix Up Union Station

TAMPA -- Union Station, a 100-year-old 
train station north of downtown, is once 
again slated for millions of dollars in im-
provements. 

According to the recently released city 
budget, Tampa projects to provide $5.2 
million by 2015 for improvements to the 
building at 601 N. Nebraska Ave. 

The train station has "severe moisture in-
trusion problems" and the city plans to im-
prove heating, ventilation and air condition-
ing systems, the budget states. 

The city also plans to renovate and replace 
"wood windows, terracotta, brick and pre-
cast structures. Extensive interior ceiling 
and wall repairs, interior/exterior painting 
and roof replacement are needed." 

The two-story, Italian Renaissance revival-
style building opened May 15, 1912. The 
station brought citrus, tobacco and North-
ern speculators to Tampa. 

Among the celebrities who have come 
through the station: baseball star Mickey 
Mantle and actress Lupe Velez. 

The station, which is listed on the National Register of Historic Places, served passengers through segregation, wars and the Great 
Depression. But it deteriorated through the years and was closed to the public in 1984. 

For years, Amtrak's passengers from Tampa used a temporary ticket office and waiting room in a prefabricated building next to Union 
Station's platforms. Ultimately, city and local historic preservationists got involved in renovating the station. It underwent a multimillion-
dollar facelift and reopened in 1998. 

About 15 years after the prior restoration, "a lot of the things are at the end of their life cycle," said Jackson McQuigg, president of 
nonprofit group Friends of Tampa Union Station. 

"The city has done a good job taking care of the building over the years. But this is what happens when you deal with a historic struc-
ture." 

Now owned by the city, Union Station serves more than 140,000 Amtrak passengers each year, McQuigg said. 

The station's 100th anniversary celebration in May displayed everything from LEGO trains to a model Santa Fe NW2 to an actual train 
— an Amtrak Viewliner. People could walk through the Viewliner, listen to live music, see Union Station's original design and a check 
out a telegraph display.
